PARKING

The nearest parking is located in the 
Coal Orchard Car Park, where there are 
two disabled parking bays for Blue Badge 
holders. There are also a limited number 
of disabled parking spaces on St James 
Street. You can also find more parking in 
Canon Street.

ACCESS

There is level access in all our thea-
tre spaces at Taunton Brewhouse. Our 
entrances are at street level and are 
fully wheelchair accessible. In our Main 
House, we have two allocated wheel-
chair spaces in row A, with an Essential 
Companion seat beside each of them. 
The dimensions of our wheelchair spac-
es are 95cm width by 80cm depth.

FACILITIES

We strive to be a welcoming space to 
everyone, regardless of gender or sex-
uality. There are 12 toilets and 10 urinals 
across 6 washrooms within our Box 
Office and Foyer areas. This includes 
gendered toilets, non-gendered toilets, 
and accessible toilets.
